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Program  Description:
	The College Foundation Program is designed for students who meet the basic requirements for college post secondary programs but lack the specific, additional skills required for admission to professional degree and diploma programs, particularly program requiring a basic understanding of biology and chemistry. The program provides an introduction to a variety of College programs, but primarily focuses on the development of strong foundational skills in reading, writing and speaking English at the college level and the foundations of science. Upon successful completion of the College Foundation program, graduates will have improved their knowledge and usage of English and Inuktitut as well as scientific principles and concepts. They will also have developed an understanding and appreciation of what it takes to be successful in a university level program. They will then be eligible to apply for admission to other College programs.




Inuit Qaujimaningit:
	Inuit knowledge is integrated into this program in the following ways: 
Inuit knowledge is integrated into this program in the following ways: The portfolio development process was designed to lead learners through an intensive process of self-reflection grounded in Inuit values and principles which enables them to identify and validate the full breadth of their life learning. Inuit elders act as advisors in this process. In the communications course students will examine communication patterns and practices of Inuit and non-Inuit. They are required to complete at least one assignment based on research of Inuit traditional knowledge. Inuit and other indigenous writers are recommended reading in several of the courses in the program.

Course Descriptions:

079-101
Introduction to College Foundation (no credits) 30 hours

This 30 hour introductory course will include a number of learning activities that are designed to orient the students to the College Environment and to the program. It includes an introduction to using the Internet, team building activities, stress management and orientation to the available students supports. It is a required program component that must be offered the first week of delivery.
079-102
Communications 1 (3 credits)
60 hours

This course aims at helping students improve their English proficiency in all the four skills reading, writing, listening, and speaking. Students will get extensive opportunities to read, write, and make oral presentations as well as to develop critical thinking and research skills. Students will use the writing process to write essays, reports and letters. They will learn to plan, research and organize their writing assignments using both text materials and the Internet. Students will also develop oral communication skills through classroom discussion and by making presentations.
462-110
Applied Math (6 credits) 120 hours

The course provides the mathematical information required in many college programs. The focus will be on upgrading the mathematical skills needed to solve mathematical problems and equations. Measurement systems and appropriate conversions will be explored. Students will be introduced to placing data in graphs and interpretation of graphical data. An introduction to the statistical terminology used to describe central tendency and problems incorporating these principles will be provided.
079-132
General Science 1 (3 credits) 60 hours

The General Science I course is intended to prepare students for entry to those College courses requiring a background in science. The course offers an integrated program of studies designed to help students to understand basic scientific principles drawn from chemistry, physics, biology, ecosystems, and environmental science. Traditional Inuit scientific methods will be examined, in particular traditional wildlife harvesting and the role played by the Nunavut Wildlife Management Board and the Nunavut Wildlife Act in ensuring the inclusion in Inuit Qaujimajatuqangit.
079-133
General Science 2 (3 credits) 60 hours

The course will look at the human body on a micro level (cell structure) to a macro level (various body systems). As an introduction to general chemistry students will study basic atomic theories, the periodic table of elements, classification of matter, chemical reactions, gas laws and solutions and basic concepts of chemical bonding. The knowledge and skills gained through active participation in this course will prepare the student for further studies in science.

General Science 3 (3 credits) 60 hours
Earth science, environmental science/ecology. The knowledge and skills gained through active participation in this course will prepare the student for further studies in science. Wherever possible, scientific examples relevant to Northern studies will be incorporated into the curriculum.
080-1XX
Inuktitut or Inuinnaqtun (3 credits) 45 hours

Students will be placed in the appropriate language course, depending on their language skills. All Inuktitut courses use the syllabic system of the Inuit Cultural Institute Standard Orthography.
079-210
Portfolio Development (3 credits) 45 hours

In the Portfolio Development course, learners will identify the skills, knowledge, and attitudes/values that they have learned from all areas of their lives, including family, community, and land experiences, work experiences, and formal and informal education and training experiences. Learners will create personal portfolios that include documentation (evidence) of their learning from all areas of their lives. Documentation will vary from learner to learner, depending on their specific life experiences, but it usually includes narratives, samples of work, photographs, transcriptions of oral commentary, certificates, letters of reference or verification, and other presentations of information about learners' life experiences. The completed portfolio may be used to apply for academic credit related to specific NAC programs, to find employment, to enhance current skills and knowledge in an existing program or position, and to make plans to achieve other important life goals related to family and community. The completed portfolio will also include a resume and cover letter. Developing a portfolio usually takes one semester. Some people may take longer, while others may complete it more quickly.

079-115
Nunavut Political Studies (3 credits) 60 hours

This course is designed with the objective of condensing and organizing information and documentation related to the historical development and implementation of the Nunavut Land Claim Agreement and the formation of the Territory of Nunavut. the course objectives are delivered through a series of lesson, readings, and activities that encourage dialogue and evaluation of the important political development. The course will also examine the role of Nunavut within the Circumpolar world.
079-111
Introduction to Inuit Art (3 credits) 60 hours

This is an interdisciplinary survey course designed to provide students with basic knowledge and understanding of a variety of subject areas and topics to be studied in greater detail throughout the Inuit Studies Program. This course provides a survey of contemporary Inuit art - musical, visual and verbal, examining the history and development of current art forms, adaptation and change of art forms, the role of art in the growth of the Inuit culture, and the place of the artist in society.
079-137
Working in Research (3 credits) 45 hours

This course will focus on understanding the research process, so that participants can develop the skills to help shape and participate in studies taking place in their community, and can begin to form research projects of their own. It is designed to help learners understand the various types of research that might be practiced in their communities. Participants of the course do not have to have any previous experience or knowledge of research practices. The activities and course content will lead participants through the most basic, yet also most important, elements of the research process and to give learners the skills to become researchers themselves.
Therefore, topics included in the course are:

· Different Ways of Knowing—traditional, local and oral tradition.

· Ethics of working with elders.

· The role of interpreters and translators (Inuit)

· Working from the community-based perspective in developing evaluation projects and learning activities.

· Practicing shaping the research process with insight and knowledge particular to Inuit culture and experiences.

079-135
Career and College Exploration (3 credits) 45 hours

The student is introduced to a variety of career choices through various presentations made by speaker-visitor invites to the program and work site visits. Project work and participation are essential components to the successful completion of this course.
079-136
Career and College Exploration Practicum (no credits) 75 hours

This course will provide students with the opportunity to explore a work/study placement in an environment or program that is in line with their career or study goal. With the assistance of the senior instructor of the college preparation program, students will meet with other College Senior Instructors and/or professionals in their chosen field to determine their interests, suitability, and to develop an individualized placement experience.
079-121
Contemporary Canada (3 credits) 75 hours

This applied English course provides students with the opportunity to develop college level reading, writing and analytical skills while examining issues in contemporary Canadian Society. The course includes a study of geography, politics, literature, and culture through an historical framework of the twentieth century. It emphasizes particular themes including aboriginal issues, regionalism, gender/women's issues, French - English conflict and immigration/multiculturalism. These themes are examined in a variety of interdisciplinary sources, including relevant works of literature such as short stories and films. Students are taught how to read both fiction and non-fiction critically, and how to write a critical book review and a standard research paper. The Internet will be used as a research tool.
193-641
The Circumpolar World (3 credits) 45 hours

The Circumpolar World introduces students to the landscape, peoples and issues of the region. Beginning with an examination of the geography, biology and physical systems of the Sub arctic and Arctic, it then turns to the aboriginal and contemporary peoples of the region. The history of

the Circumpolar World is treated in a broad fashion, to provide grounding in the events and developments that have created the regions contemporary qualities. The second part of the course surveys some of the particular issues facing the region, including climate change, economic, political and social development. The prospects for the region in the future are discussed, as is the potential role for the University of the Arctic. This course ultimately is intended to stimulate interest in the circumpolar world and the University of the Arctic.
XXX-XXX
Elective Course (3 credits) 45 hours

Permit students to obtain for credit for courses from other Nunavut Arctic College accredited programs. Any courses considered must have prior approval of the program manager.
Although this program is designed to prepare students for further education at the college/university level, the exploratory nature of the curriculum can help students identify a career path and some students may opt to enter the work force upon completion of the program.





Graduation requires the completion of all ten courses and the completion of the practicum.  Students must obtain at least 50% in each course with an overall average of 60%.





Students are required to complete all course assignments and job placements, including a minimum of ten College or University courses. A cumulative average of 60% must be maintained to be eligible to receive a Certificate.
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
